2. Provide the patient demographics.

3. Care Plan Information is critical for processing this enroliment,
so please complete all applicable information.

4. Target Therapeutic Range is what Philips will use to plot the graph of
the test results. Provide Low Value, Target Value and High Value.

5. The Notification Range is the value of the patient’s INR that you
want to trigger the call to your office. Notification calls will be

delivered as soon as possible after the results are transmitted,
weekdays from 9am to 5pm eastern time. Results that meet
notification criteria received after hours/weekends/holidays will
be delivered the next business day.

6. You may choose to fill in the insurance section, or to save time,
you can send us a copy of both sides of the patient’s insurance card.

7. Medical Necessity information is very important to support the
indications for use of INR and allow reimbursement claims to be
processed smoothly.
